John Wesley, Sophie Hopkey, Francis Asbury, and the youth in your
group are all part of the Methodist story. Create a chain of dominoes
following the suggestions in your Anti-Workbook. Enjoy and record
the big finale as you watch the awesome pattern the Kids designed.
Post your Domino Effect video to the re:form gallery online.

Questions for conversation while you work:
* Are some dominoes more important than others? Why?

* What would the domino chain look like if you only
used the most important dominoes?

* John and Charles Wesley, the members of the Holy Club, Francis
Asbury, and others are important figures in Methodist history. What
other Kinds of people would have been needed for this to become
a movement rather than just a club of cool Kids at Oxford?

* How can you be the next domino in the chain of Methodist history?
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PRegroup

Have Kids pair up to revisit the suggestions on the chart paper. Ask
each pair to look through all the responses to choose two things
they think are worthy of starting a movement—in your church

or even in the country or the world. They may have thought of
more ideas during your time together. Have each pair discuss
what the first steps would be to starting their movement.

Share

Go around the group and ask each person to share what they've
done (if they’re comfortable) and explain how they did it and
why. Affirm all thoughtful explanations and attempts at the work.
Point out two or three things about each kid’s work that you

like best. Invite others to offer thoughtful observations.
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. . . ask students to do so.
Questions for conversation while you work:

* What made these ideas worthy of starting a movement?

* What Kinds of resistance do you think Wesley and friends
received from the church, their peers, and their culture?

* What Kinds of resistance would you receive?

* What would your new and improved church look like?

Give each Kkid a domino. Ask them to write their name on the
blank side with a permanent marker and hold it as they pray
for the courage and faith to stand up for their beliefs and to
be agents of positive change in their church and world.
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
